Through a carefully sequenced long-term overview of units of enquiry, derived from the National Curriculum, 

the children will experience practical based opportunities to explore drawing, painting, sculpture, printing, 

and craft making, building systematically on prior learning to ensure progression. They will develop a 

vocabulary that reflects their learning and will enable them to critically discuss their own work, work 

produced by their peers and that of great artists. It is our intention that Art and Design will be stimulating 

and motivating to capture the children’s curiosity and fuel their motivation to learn. There are planned 

opportunities to link art with trips, visitors to school, local artists and art in our locality. Art is also a tool in 

which our whole school connects through planned, cross curricular projects, linking subjects and themes 

throughout the school to celebrate our success and our beliefs.
